Homework 
We ask that all children read their 

reading books 3 times per week and 

have their diary signed by an adult, 

this will be monitored in school.  

 

Also, children will be given login 

details for Times Table Rockstars, 

Sumdogs and Reading Eggs and are 

encouraged to complete activities 

regularly. 
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Maths 
In Maths children will be learning to 

partition larger numbers and have a greater 

understanding of place value. We will be 

using a variety of strategies to add, subtract, 

multiply and divide numbers. They will also 

be concentrating on arithmetic skills as well 

as their times tables. 

 

During Year 3 children will be learning their 

multiplication tables on a weekly basis (2x, 

3x, 4x, 5x, 8x 10x). Please encourage your 

child to read and attempt to memorize the 

times table they are learning every day to 

enable them to progress quicker. To support 

them with this we have access to various 

websites. The children have their login 

details for Times Tables Rockstars and 

Sumdogs. 

English 
In English we will be looking at different 

genres of writing including: letters, non 

chronological reports, diary entries, 

poems and stories. Where possible we 

will be linking the writing to our topic 

work. We will be reading a variety of 

examples of these genres to give us 

ideas to write our own. 

 

Handwriting is a big focus in year 3 and 

children will be practicing their letter 

formation, as well as joining letters. 

 

We will also be working with the 

children on their grammar, spelling and 

punctuation and placing an increased 

emphasis on reading comprehension, 

particularly during regular guided 

reading sessions as well as shared 

reading sessions.
